VBA Code Documentor 5.0

Operating the VBA Code Documentor


This utility provides you with an automatic means to document the "vital statistics" of your VBA project code. You run the program by choosing the Developer Tab > Document VBA Project is Excel 2007 and later or Tools > Document Project from the Excel menu in Excel 2003 or earlier. The program creates a report workbook containing two worksheets:

1) Project Summary - This sheet contains summary information for the project as a whole and on each VBComponent in the project. Project summary info includes the number of VBComponents of each type as well as the total number of procedures, DLL declarations and lines of code in the project as a whole. VBComponent summary info includes type, number of procedures, DLL declarations, lines of code and the text file size for each VBComponent code module. 

2) Project Details - This sheet contains a list of every Option statement, DLL declaration. Sub and Function procedure in every VBComponent code module in the project.

Miscellaneous Notes

· The Lines of Code statistic does not include comment-only or blank lines.

· The program will not save the report workbook. If you wish to keep the report file you must save it yourself. 

· This program is not capable of documenting procedures contained in XLM modules.
